In addition to computers and all computer accessories (monitors, printers, 
laptops, desktop PCs, keyboards, mice, and related cables), TVs will also be 
accepted.  Items will be processed for reuse or recycling in an environmentally 
responsible manner.  Any personal information left on computer hard drives 
will be destroyed.  Please limit to 4 units per vehicle.   
 

They can 
contain lead, mercury, and other heavy metals that harm human health and 
the environment if released into the air or water.  These materials along with 
plastic and glass from your equipment can be reused or recycled.
